Development Promotion and Control Regulations 
 
The entire Shahjahanpur – Neemrana – Behror Urban Complex cannot be regulated by land use 
only for reading use at premises level. Accordingly, till Zonal Development Plans/ Sector Plans 
are prepared, these regulations shall be guiding document and shall facilitate development 
within Shahjahanpur – Neemrana – Behror Urban Complex. The objective of the Development 
Promotion/ Control Regulations for Master Plan – 2041, is to promote and regulate building(s) 
within use zones in accordance with the development policies and land use proposals contained 
in the SNB Master Plan-2041. These regulations shall be effective in entire SNB Master Plan 
area. 
 
The regulations shall act as a mechanism to grant permissions to (prospective developers/ 
Builders/ endusers / plot owners etc.) for creation of infrastructure facilities for the city as also 
to implement the broad land use plan policies of the Master Plan-2041. These regulations will 
act as promotional as well as control the development to achieve the planned growth. The 
approval of land use shall be granted by the competent authority as per the provisions of these 
regulations. The permission of activities within the broad land use categories defined in Master 
Plan-2041 and regulations thereof shall be as per these Development Promotion/Control 
Regulations. It is a systematic Development Promotion & Control Regulation to ascertain the 
use activity at two levels. 
 

1. Conversion of use zones in to use premises. 
2. Permission of use activities on use premises. The Development Promotion/Control 

Regulations differentiates between the use zone and use premises. 
 
1. The Title and Extent 

 
These Regulations may be called the Development Promotion and Control Regulations SNB 
Master Plan -2041. These Regulations shall apply to the entire SNB Urban Complex.  

 
2. Definitions: 
 

In these Regulations unless the context otherwise requires; 
 

1. 'Land use plan' means the Master Plan 2041 indicating use zones.  
 

2. 'Zonal Development Plan' means a plan for one of the planning zones of the SNB Urban 
Complex containing detailed information regarding provision of social infrastructure, 
parks, open spaces, and Circulation System etc. 

 
3. 'Local area / Sector plan' means the plan of a ward/subzone to be prepared and 

approved by the concerned local body/Authority. 
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4. 'Layout plan' means a plan indicating configuration and size of all use premises. Each use 

zone may have one or more than one layout plan depending upon the extensiveness of 
the area under the specific use zones and vice-versa. 

 
5. 'Permitted use premises' means allowed use premises, without any condition. 
 

6. 'Permissible use premises' means allowed use premises with certain conditions by the 
competent authority. 

 
Words and expressions used in these regulations but not defined shall have the same 
meanings as assigned to them under the Rajasthan Urban Improvement Act 1959 and 
Regulations/byelaws framed by the competent authority and also under Master Plan-2041. 

 
3. Establishment of use zones and use premises 

 
The Shahjahanpur – Neemrana – Behror Urban Complex is divided into broad land use 
zones as mentioned in clause 8. Each land use zone category which shall be further sub-
divided into required number of use premises with or without conditions in layout plans.  

 
4. Broad Land Use zones 

· Abadi & Abadi Development Area 
· Residential 
· Commercial 
· Industrial 
· Regional Park /Play Ground / Sports Complex / Open Green 
· Tourism 
· Public and Semi Public  
· Government offices 
· Transportation  
· Highway Control Zone 
· Hill & River Conservation Zone 
· Road side plantation corridor 
· Public Utilities 
· Agricultural  
· Mixed use 

 
Permitted and permissible use premises in these broad land use zones have been worked out in 
regulation 10 below. 

 
5. Sanction of Plans 

Layout Plans, Site Plans and Building plans shall be approved by the competent authority/ 
local bodies in their areas of jurisdiction. 
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6. Location and boundaries of use zones 
Any one of the use zones may be located at one or more than one places as shown in the 
Land Use Plan. The boundaries of various pockets of use zones are defined in land Use 
Plan. 

 
7. Location and boundaries of use premises 

The location and boundaries of each use premises shall conform to as specified in the 
layout plan with reference to important bench mark like road, drain or other physical 
features. Any change in the location, boundaries and predominant use of use premises due 
to any reason and duly approved shall be incorporated in layout plan. 

 
8. Sub-Division of use zones into use premises 

The object of these development regulations is to guide the preparation of layout plans for 
various land use zones, and service plans corresponding to these layout plans for provision 
of physical infrastructure like water supply, sewerage drainage etc. shall conform to the 
prescribed norms. 

 
9. Permission of use premises in use zone 

Permission may be given as a part of approval of layout plan or where lay out is not 
available as a case of special permission by the competent authority. 

 
Note: 

1. The layout plan already approved by the Authority or any other local authority 
concerned in accordance with the law shall be deemed to have approved under these 
Development Promotion & Control Regulations of Master Plan-2041. 

2. An area in respect of which there is no approved layout plan shall be governed by the 
provisions of the Development Plan, or Zonal Development Plan 

3. The permission under these regulations shall be granted for the land use only, the 
Building permission shall have to be obtained by the plot owner/Developer etc. as per 
provisions and building parameters applicable. 

4. The concerned authority shall form detailed rules, procedures, parameters, charges 
payable etc. for granting permission under these regulations. 

5.  In case of any doubt, dispute or discrepancy the decision of State Government shall be 
final. 

6. In case of any discrepancy the provisions of Township policy, Affordable policy, Building 
byelaws and other such policies/orders will prevail. 

7. While approving the layout plan for a particular use zone, the competent authority may 
relax the minimum area and road width requirements for use premises. However, when 
use premise is permitted in a use zone as a standalone activity, the minimum area and 
road width requirement shall be adhered. 

8. The Development Control Regulations can be amended / modified by the Government 
at any time.  Any circulars /orders /regulations etc. issued by Government from time to 
time will be deemed to be part of these Development Control Regulations

Railway station, Bus terminus, Multi modal transit station & Transport nagar has been proposed 
in land use plan. While planning for these areas the related activities like godowns, petrol 
pump, police post, restaurant, retail shops, booking offices, workshops, post and telegraph, 
motor garage, medical clinics, bank, fire station, hotel, cinema hall, limited housing, guest 
house etc. can be provided in an integrated manner. However these activities shall not be 
permissible as individual activity.  

10.10   Permitted Use Premises in Highway Control Zone 

Highway control zone has been provided in the land use plan as per the provisions of National 
Capital Region Plan-2021. Activities in this zone can be permitted by Government as per the 
provisions of NCR Plan-2021.  

10.11  Permitted Use Premises in Hill and River Conservation Zone 

No urban activities shall be permissible in the Hill and River conservation zone. Only activities 
which are required for maintenance, protection and conservation of these areas, afforestation, 
Pisciculture, social forestry, agriculture can however be allowed by the Govt. 

10.12   Permitted Use Premises in Road side plantation corridor 
 
In road side plantation corridor following activities are permitted- 
 
i)  Approach/service roads 
ii)  Agriculture and horticulture 
iii)  Social forestry/plantations including afforestation

THE RAJASTHAN URBAN IMPROVEMENT TRUST (GENERAL) RULES, 1962 

[Notification No. F. 4 (32) LSG/A/59 dated 02.04.1962 published in the Rajasthan 
Gazette, Part IV-C, Extraordinary dated 08.06.1962 page 118.] 

In exercise of the power conferrd by sub-section (1) of Section 74 of the Rajasthan Urban 
Improvement Act, 1959 (Rajasthan Act 35 of 1959)] the State Government hereby makes the 
following Rules, namely:- 

RULES 

1. Short title and Commencement:-  
 

(1) These may be called “The Rajasthan Urban Improvement Trust (General) Rules 1962”. 
(2) These rules shall come into force upon their publication in the official Gazette. 

 
2. Definitions:- In these rules, unless the subject or context otherwise requires:-  

 
(1) “Act” means The Rajasthan Urban Improvement Act, 1959 (Act No. 35 of 1959). 
(2) “Turst” means a Trust as constituted under the Act, 
(3) “Section” means a Section of the Act, 
(4) Words and expressions used but not defined shall have the meanings assigned to them in the Act. 

 
3. Manner of publication of draft Master Plan and the contents thereof under section 5 (1):-  

 
1[“(1) The draft Master Plan prepared by the Officer or the Authority appointed under section 3 of the 

Rajasthan Urban Improvement Act, 1959, shall be published by him by making a copy thereof 
available for inspection at the office fo the Trust concerned and publishing a notice in the form 
‘A’ in the official Gazette and in atleast two popular daily newspapers having circulation in the 
area invition suggestions and objection from every person with respect of the Draft Master Plan 
within a period of 30 days from the date of the publication of the said notice. If the officer or 
authority appointed under section under section 3 of the said Act is satisfied that response to the 
Draft Master Plan has been inadequate, this period may be extended further for a Maximum 
period of 30 days for enabling more persons to file their objections/suggestions wit respect to the 
draft of the Master Plan]2.

(2)  The notice referred to in sub-rule (i) together with a copy of the Drafer Master Plan shall be sent 
by the Officer or the Authority to each of the Local Body operating the area included in the 
Master Plan. 
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(3) The Draft Master Plan shall ordinarily consist of the following Maps, Plans and Documents, 
namely:-  

a. Town Map showing General Layout of the roads and streets in the Town. 
b. Base map showing the General existing land use pattern, such as Residential, Commercial, 

Industrial, Public and Semi-Public uses etc.  
c. Draft Master Plan showing broadly the proposed land use pattern in the urban area such as 

Residential, Commercial, Industrial, Public and Semi-Public uses etc.  
d. Written analysis and written statement to support the proposals.  
e. Any other maps, plans or matter which the Officer or the Authority deem fir or the State 

Government may direct the Officer or the Authority in this regard.  
 

4. Approval of Master Plan by the State Government under section 6:- 
 

1[(1) After considering the objection, suggestions and representations which may be received by the 
Officer or the Authority appointed under Section3 to prepare the Master Plan, the Officer or the 
Authority shall in consultation with the Advisory Council under Section 3 of the Act finalise the 
Master Plan and submit the same 2[if constituted] to the State Government for approval. 

(2)  When the Master Plan has been approved by the State Government it shall publish in the Official 
Gazette, a notice in Form ‘B’ stating that the Master Plan has been approved and a copy thereof 
wouold be available in the office of the Trust/Municipality concerned which may be inspected 
during office hours on any working day.”]
